The DevInfo 5.0 Serbia databases
The newest DevInfo database of the Republic of Serbia is now disposable also in the form of the program DevInfo 5.0. It contains data for 330 indicators. For access to the database contents, or indicators, goals and other ways of classification, Serbian language and Cyrillic alphabet as well as English language are used equally. A user of the program simply chooses which one of these two defined languages in the database to use. 
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Other important information
Conversion of databases on settlements is in course as well as amendments to the latest data and conversion of the base Women and men into the format appropriate so that they can be used in the version DevInfo 5.0. Also, work on carrying out of the project DevInfo web in Serbia has also started.
On the municipal level, a final phase of making of Local plans of the action for children and accompanying databases in following 13 municipalities is in course: Senta, Kanjiza, Valjevo, Osecina, Ljubovija, Priboj, Nova Varos, Krusevac, Prokuplje, Lebane, Vranje and Bela Palanka.
